Grant Applications 

 
All grant requests must be approved and signed by the school’s Principal or Headmaster and submitted 
to the Foundation through the Superintendent’s office.  In addition to the applicant’s name, position, 
school, and contact information, the grant request should include following:   

 
 Cover letter requesting consideration and signed by principal, headmaster, or superintendent. 
 An overview of the project and expected benefits,  
 A brief project plan and timeline (if applicable),  
 Expected budget for the project.   

 
Grants are awarded for one school year and are announced June 30th of each year.  Grant awards will be 
announced through the Superintendent’s office.
